Equipments: medical gowns, medical instruments, some medicine, 
medical cards, medical posters, cards
The decoration of the classroom: medical posters, cards. The names of the doctors’ offices are in English.
At the doctor's – doctors, patients, nurses, mothers.
· Students should revise the words and phrases according to the topic “At the doctor's”: a cold, a cough, a toothache, a sore throat, hurt, twist an ankle, headache, flu, pain, stomachache, a temperature, to strip to the waist, to feel pulse, blood pressure, prescription, chemist’s, a burn, recover, a pain in the leg, sprain a wrist, break a leg, а plaster, а bandage

· Pupils must fulfill all the tasks at the “stations”:
1. Station1 At home. You and your mum. You are ill.
2. Station2 At the doctor’s
3. Station3 At the Chemist’s
4. Station4 At the dentist’s
5. Station5 At the clinic reception
· Pupils are ill. They should tell their mothers. They should go to the doctors, doctors fill in the medical cards, listen to some advice and buy some medicine.
· Pupils(“doctors”) must be able to fulfill a medical card.

· Pupils must ask and answer questions. Examples:
№1
· Hello, doctor!
· Hello, what’s your name?
· My name is Kate.
· How old are you?
· I’m 11.
· Well, what’s your problem?
· I have got a sore throat, a temperature and a headache. What should I do?
· Sorry to hear that. Open your mouth, please. It’s red. And what’s your temperature?
· 38 ,doctor.
· I see. If you have got a sore throat you should stay in bed. Drink hot milk with honey. Eat vitamins, onion and garlic, raspberry jam with hot tea. And you will feel better soon.
· Thank you, doctor. Good-bye.
№2
· Hello, doctor!
· Hi! What’s the matter?
· Oh, I’ve cut my hand. What should I do?
· Oh dear. Sorry to hear that. You should put a plaster on it.
№3
· Good morning! What’s the problem?
· Good morning. I have got a sore throat.
· Is it difficult to breathe?
· Oh, yes, it is. It is difficult to swallow and breathe.
· Do you have a high temperature?
· No, I don't. Have you taken any medicine?
· Not yet.
· When did you fall ill?
· I fell ill two days ago.
· Will you open your mouth and show me your tongue?
· You are really ill.
· What should I do to get well?
· You should take warm milk with butter or mineral water and buy a good medicine for cold. You will also take vitamins.
· When should I visit you again?
·  You will visit me in a week.
·  Thank you very much.
·  You are welcome.

· Pupils(“patients”) must be able to buy some medicine. Examples:
· Good morning.
· Good morning. Can I help you?
· Yes I’ve got a terrible headache.
· How long have you had it.
· Only about two or three hours
· Try these pills.
· How much does it cost.
· Three pounds ,please
· Here you are. Thank you.

Situation 1 You are not feeling well. Your mother feels your forehead ,which is very hot, and says ,”Yes you were coughing during the night, perhaps you have caught a cold .”Then she takes your temperature.
“Your temperature is too high ,”she says ,”you can’t go to school today, you must stay in bed and I’ll call a doctor .”Then your mother phones the home visiting service of the district polyclinic. “Will you , please, send a doctor ,”she says .”My daughter, 12 years old, has a temperature 38. She was coughing during the night and has a terrible headache .”Then she gives the address and the voice in the telephone promises that the doctor will come during the day.
Situation2
The doctor writes out the prescription and says ,”Take the prescription to the chemist’s and you will be given some pills .Give your daughter one pill four times a day before meals .The daughter will not want to eat while her temperature is high, but give her a lot to drink. Keep her warm in bed, but leave the window open. I shall come to see her the day after tomorrow, but if she gets worse you must ring up the polyclinic immediately. However , I don’t think she will get worse. Tomorrow she will cough less and in a day or two she will feel quite herself again. 
Situation 3
”Everything happens as the doctor says. You took her medicine as prescribed, her temperature became normal, and the cough stopped. On the fourth day you were able to get up, three days later you could go out , and in two days she returned to school ,glad to see her friend and teachers again.
Situation 4
Bob. 9 years old. Has the flu. Has a headache and a temperature. He is advised to stay in bed for a week, drink tea with honey and take some vitamins.
Situation 5
Ted’s mum  has got terrible toothache.
Situation 6
Your granny ‘s got a pain in heart.
Situation 7
